Commerical Driver's License Certification Program 

Heavy and tractor-trailer truck drivers transport goods from 

one location to another. Some tractor-trailer drivers are long­

haul drivers and operate trucks with a gross vehicle weight 

exceeding 26,000 pounds, while others drive local routes. 

These drivers deliver goods over intercity routes, sometimes 

spanning several states.

The training 

programs vary in duration and can be utilized by new students, 

existing students, and corporate sponsors.
